Home

Adtics and walls of an
estimated 35 million American
homes and other structures contain asbestos-
laden vermiculite in insulation, which when
disturbed, can cause exposure, according to
the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).
The U.5. Geological Survey (USGS)
reported that 9,250 tons of asbestos were
used in roofing in 2001.

Apariments and offices
The EPA says 2.7 billion square feet of

asbestos-containing floor tile remain in

1.5 million buildings. Demolition or

renovation of older high-rise structures

exposes those nearby to asbestos.

Workplaces

The Occupational Safety and Health
Administration reports that more than a
million American workers remain exposed to
ashestos as it disintegrates or is removed or
repaired at buildings, ships, factories.
refineries, power plants. and other facilities.

Imported goods

USGS tracked more than 136 million
pounds of asbestos imported into the United
States since 2000. “Untold millions” of
pounds more cross U.S. borders unlabeled
and mixed with other products.

Unfair
legislation

The U.5. Congress is consid-
ering legislation that would bail
out and provide multibillion-
dollar financial windfalls for the
ashestos companies and their
insurers. This legislation would
set up an asbestos trust fund to
minimally compensate some
people poisoned by asbestos.

Hundreds of thousands of asbestos
victims would be shut out—ineligible o
receive compensation.

Contact your U.S. Representative and
Senator, or call 202-225-3121 and ask them
to oppose the asbestos bailout bill. Tt is
unfair, underfunded, unworkable, and
unconstitutional.
