Many chemicals are made and
used in chemical, mining,

- metal, glass, and other industries.
. Some of these chemicals, such as

vinyl chloride, benzene, carbon
tetrachloride, perchloroethylene,

known to cause cancer. For
example, certain cleaning solvents
and degreasers have shown a
significant association with liver
cancer, kidney cancer, bladder

leukemia, and other illnesses.

. Further, based on studies of truck

drivers, bus drivers, shipyard workers, and
railroad workers, lung cancer, bladder cancer,
and other cancers have been linked to exposure
to diesel exhaust. These diseases can develop
years after exposure to these chemicals.

e Economic damages
_Economic losses can easily be measured in
terms of money. Examples include lost
wages, medical expenses, burial costs, and
loss of business or employment opportunities.
e Noneconomic damages
~ Noneconomic losses are harms that are not
easily measured in terms of money, such as
the losses associated with physical impairment
 or other losses such as loss of companionship.
- Nominal damages
‘When no real damage is done, a judge may
~ make a point by awammg $1.00 in nommal
damages.

* Special damages
